The Volvo Ocean Race is one of the world’s most demanding global sporting

competitions. During the nine months of the race, the teams sail over 39,000 nautical miles
of the world’s most treacherous seas. The sailing crews experience life at the extreme: food
onboard is freeze dried, temperatures vary from -5 to +40 degrees Celsius and they only
take one change of clothes. They trust their lives to the boat and experience hunger and
sleep deprivation.

The Volvo Ocean Race started in the Spanish port of Alicante in the autumn of 2011 and
will finish in Galway, Ireland during the summer of 2012.

The course include stopovers in Cape Town (South Africa), Abu Dhabi (UAE), Sanya
(China), Auckland (New Zealand), Itajai (Brazil), Miami (USA), Lisbon (Portugal) and
Lorient (France).
